2 Defects
Here are the defects fixed in QualiWare 10.8:

DF-0777 Regulation URL does not become
hyperlink

DF-0772 QWM: BPD/Association does not
have Direction and Solid line

DF-0771 Shared licenses counted incorrectly

DF-0770 QWM: Lanes and Pools are set to
stretchable

DF-0766 QWM: Strategy Model leaves QWM
hanging

DF-0764 Repository Explorer: Create button

for certain template does not work
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Description

In an HTMLContentTable, plain text fields with the
style Hyperlink would not transform a URL into a
clickable hyperlink.

The QWM supports changing an association from
default style of Dotted to Solid or Dashed, but the
change does not take save.

When an AD user logs into different installations using
a shared license, the system should treat it as a single
license usage. In 10.5, the count is increased by one in
each installation. In 10.8, the count remains at 1.

When Lanes and Pools are expanded the left and right,
borders are set to bold.

Some strategy models could not be opened with
QWM. The root cause was found and corrected. In
10.8, any Strategy model can be opened by QWM
without making the QWM spinning forever.

Creating a template of the type
ImplementMigrationViewpoint:ArchiMate in QWM
would fail due to a typo.

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Configuration as a parameter was added. In 10.8, this
problem will not exist.

There was a deadlock in the code involving a check of
CORS settings. There was also a concurrency issue in
QEF user storage. The identified flaws are corrected in
10.8.

If a user selects a series of options in the Create New
Revision dialog, the system will accidentally create
new revisions for all repository objects. A check has
been added to ensure that if nothing has been
selected via AskList or Subset Revision Object, there is
a warning message and no further code execution. In
10.8, this problem can be avoided.

The register control dropdown has been fixed and is
available when clicking the button.

The markup for the webform accidently broke the
open event the webform. The markup has been fixed.

If names contain ' or " symbols, then the filter was
failing. QEP was adjusted to handle such values.

A list for the Information System’s Authentication
dropdown is now available in 10.8.

The problem is caused due to focused elements being
the Undo button from the Toolbar menu. Pressing the
space key triggered the focused item to execute.
Element focus is different than currently selected
symbol(s). This is fixed in 10.8.

Selecting an object and then selecting other objects
using shift would result in the first object not included
in the selection. The issue is now fixed.

Moving grouped objects did not work properly. Copy
pasting and using other keyboard shortcuts also
resulted in unexpected behaviour.

The way this was handled by Undo history has also
been fixed in 10.8

It is possible to create space in diagrams using the
shift+ctrl right click shortcut. In QWM, this would
result in unintended behaviour such as creating new
objects. This is now fixed.

Right Click => Properties on
diagrams does not work
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When selecting only the symbols, the connections
would not be moved, so they would look strange with
their fixed points and connecting to the newly
translated vertexes.

The change was to make it so that when moving
symbols - even cells whose edges are entirely
contained in the selection group.

When saving a diagram, the viewing position is reset to
the top left coordinates. If a user has moved objects
away from the top, saving the diagram would reset the
view away from the diagram.

Incorrect webform syntax has been corrected.

Scaling of objects resulted in activities being unable to
connect to each other. Handling of hitboxes work with
scale has been changed. There was a deviation in
mouse position due to wrong calculations on scale.

This has been added in 10.8.

When a user is included in a group, and this group is
assigned permissions in QIS, user membership, once
requested, was cached, and the cache was never
invalidated. It was made to be invalidated after 1
minute. For all previous versions, there is a
workaround. After users are included in group(s) or
groups in group(s), QIS should be restarted. For 10.8, a
restart is not required.

There was no handling for names being too long when
directly changing them from the web modeler.

Dimensions on popup have been revisited so scrollbar
should react to the full height of content. It should be
possible to scroll and see all content in a popup.

A sub report with a "." character in the name of the
Report Definition would result in an error.

A user guide has been produced, giving the details for
how to operate the QualiApp, including some defects
fixed.

The described bug was located and confirmed only to
affect Android users. It is now possible to add a picture
and a Responsible when creating a new Problem.

It is also possible to have a default setting for
Responsible and change Responsible to a different
object while creating a Problem.

QCL code has been added to ensure that the Current
Graph is the current selection in case the current
selection is empty.

Presumably, the error was due to long-running code by
the QCL Engine instance. During the execution of the
code, the QCL Engine manager detected no responding
instance and restarted it. To address the issue, a
timeout was made configurable.

Furthermore, extensive test on selected customers has
been performed. The QCL engine may crash, but it is
very seldom.

The issue seems to be due to network connectivity. A
retry logic was implemented. If there is a network
connectivity issue, there will be 5 attempts to call AAD
graph API.

This has been reproduced, fixed and tested. The
content does not disappear in 10.8.

This has been reproduced, fixed and tested in 10.8.

The backspace key does not work when writing text in
a Multiline Field in an HTMLDialoglLayout, when
GoveranceStateFeature is called from an iFrame. This
is fixed in 10.8.

If QEF is installed WITHOUT accepting HTTP-traffic
(unchecking the box for HTTP, using only HTTPS) AND
there is no bindings for port 80 setup in the IIS, the
web client will not work.

The first time using the quick search on external
documents, the document would not open. Searching
for the same document a second time would offer the
proper link. A wrong check was made to ensure the
link is ready to be clicked. This has been fixed.

During GovernanceConditionalMessage
"Approved/Approved," when an email notification is
sent to users, the URL sent in the email does not link to
the correct language variant of the object. This has
been fixed.

LinkValues on save were overwritten by the original
data from the previous dialog grid, and not the newly
set values. This is fixed in 10.8.

This defect covers findings in a test report. The findings
have been corrected in scope. Furthermore, a guide in
PowerPoint is created. The defects found have been
corrected.

After opening some web forms, waiting a few seconds
would result in the whole dialog being pushed down.
This issue is due to inline-block native style has been
fixed.

#960 HTMLContentTabs becomes
empty when opening a webform
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When creating a BusinessProcessDiagram in QLM and
editing the same diagram on the web a few issues
happen. The group loses its transparency, short
description of message flows are appearing. This has
been fixed.

When deleting person objects from repository, they
appeared as object stubs in the acknowledge lists.

Acknowledge History would show multiple entries for
the same person. This has been fixed in the standard
QEP import file.

A Capability in a CapabilityDiagram cannot show
specific attributes under appearance. This has been
fixed.

From the web modeler, symbols within a Business
Process Diagram would sometimes lose connectors
after being saved.

Certain SBW tables would not populate with data.

Certain ArchiMate files cannot be imported when they
contain special characters or certain character
sequences.

In QLM, when opening a Corrective Action, QCL meant
for the Recommended tab is only executed in the first
tab, resulting in incorrect behavior

Launching QDO in 10.5 resulted in a web error

Opening one template type in the repository explorer
on the web showed all objects of that template type.
Switching to a second template type and then going
back to the first one, no objects would be shown
From the web, when editing an object, certain
dropdowns that are right above a text editor would
cascade behind the text editor

Special characters in spreadsheets were not encoded

properly

In a BusinessProcessDiagram, selecting alternate types
for some symbols would appear properly in the
diagram editor but would look different once the
diagram was rendered

From the web diagram editor, setting vertical
alignment for text would not work once the diagram
was rendered. Text shadow would also disappear.
From the web, editing the attributes of a diagram and
cancelling would result in content tabs not showing
any data

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From QLM, you can set a symbol to have its label
invisible. QWM would not respect this and would
show the label

SQL GenericQuery for Acknowledge List from 6.6
would fail in 10.4 and above

Saving complex diagrams from the web would
erroneously delete certain symbols from the diagram

It was impossible to edit a StrategyModel from the
web, resulting in an infinite wait with the message
"Initialization Diagram Editor"

In QLM, when opening a Risk, the Associate tree is
missing the Target tab

In QLM, in a private workspace, switching the default
revision of an object would sometimes choose a
random revision to be default

Setting a Configuration Filter on a tile in an HTML
Desktop did not work

From the web diagram editor, renaming objects did
not work

Emails configured properly in QEF Console would fail
when tested with GWE. Rot cause is a missing
password within the QEF registry for Mail

Creating or editing objects from the web portal would
often result in a browser hang, only fix is to refresh the
window

Adding 3 repository folders with a role filter results in
the web repository explorer to hang

In QLM, for templates with the Healthcheck tab, the
"Health Checks: label has a small width, resulting in
label translations being cut off

From the web modeler, you cannot change the label of
connectors

Security issue where unexpected input from the user
would return stack traces and disclose too much
information

QEF's authentication endpoint has no rate-limiting,
resulting in the possibility for a user to brute-force a
login

QRV cannot filter columns on square brackets, it will
always return no results

Full-text search did not return proper results when
writing partial words and wildcards

From QLM's repository explorer, using the Find feature
could not find objects with special characters
Warnings about missing function call is fixed.



DF-0453 4.2.4 - Cross-origin resource sharing
(CORS) vulnerability

DF-0447 4.4.3 HTTPOnly flag

DF-0404 Deleting Group with license
assigned results in weird behavior

DF-0181 Access through QualiApp
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CORS policy within QualiWare was wide open, which is
a security risk

Cookies used by QEP do not have the HTTPOnly flag,
resulting in a possible security risk that JavaScript
could read the data

Deleting a group from a license assignment resulted in
errors

Several fixes have been implemented and a user guide
has been created.
